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Dr Glenn Smith of Imperial College, London is looking at the relationship between ethnicity and peoples' willingness to donate organs for transplantation.  The research is being funded by the Big Lottery Fund and Kidney Research UK.
The study is being conducted due to the severe shortage of donors overall, but in particular from Indo-Asian and African-Caribbean ethnic groups. Some organs - like the kidneys - need to be matched by ethnic group. In addition, more Indo-Asian and African-Caribbean people suffer from high blood pressure and diabetes which can lead to kidney failure and the need for a transplant.

Dr Smith is looking for people to participate in the study and we would like to invite any families who are from a White British/Irish and in particular an Indo-Asian and African Caribbean ethnic background who have been involved in making the decision to donate their loved ones organs.
